T WAGE WAN AGAINST THE GOVERRMENT OF FERI.

Trr government of Colombia being obliged to employ againat
Pern the arns that gave it independence and liberty, it owes to
public opinion, tothe other States of Ameorica and to all nations
the manifeatation ol the redsons that esuse it o carry war 1o the
territory (o which it before carried peace and feliciy.

No nation has had the forbearance and moderation which
Calpnilin Jigs practised  towards Feru. Pmmnauuns, insults,
ontrages, it has bome everything for the good of peace und to
avoid a ruptuee hetween States whose existenes heging, wnd
whose interesls ought to be intunutely connected for their de-
fence, for their happiness and prosperity : but the government of
Peru, distegarding every consideration, has not censed its offences,
and jt is o longer pussible to suffer them, withoul repouncing
national houour, snd without Colombia renderiog isell umsorthy
of being numbered among the independent nations of the earth.

The eminent sevices, the heroie sacvifices whieh Colombia
hus rendered and made to Tbarate Pero from its ancient masters,
from thd digloyalty of its sons, fiom civil war, disorder and an-

Immortal vie-
tories crowned their afforts and made that countey independernt,
The Cougresz then meats ¢ it manifests the gratitude of the
mution, and not judging it yet free from the influonce of factions
and the power of anarchy, invokes anew Colombia and solicits
from it an auxitiory division.  This republic agrees that its treops
should remain in Pery, and the Colombisn troops maintain order -
and insore tranquilliy.  The government of Peru conunences l
here its affenced s withomr acknowledging the benefit that it was -
reeeiving, and forgetting every honourable snd noble semiment,
it pays Colombia by seducing the anxiliaries, infusing in them a
gpirit of rebellion and cauging them to depose their generals, sl
that they should declars themsolves arbiters of {he fate of iheir
country. It is impossible to doubt it: o military so subordinate, J:

as the Colombians, accustomed to obey their chiefs, to respoet their
government, and to whom honor and glory were not inditerent,
without & very powerful seduction, without allurements that could
only proceed from the agents of Peru, would not have dared, un-
less they relied upon the officious protection of these, to full jn :
their duty, 1o wither their laurels, and lose their reputation. )

The faith of the friendship to which the good order, discipline ,-
and subordination of those toops were entrusted, being violuted,
nothing now prevented the government of Peru from acting with
hostility agninst Colombia. Tt formned the project of seizing in pro-
found peace on the three southern depariments, and i order that the
offence might be more heinous and the outrage mots grievans, it
resolved 1o avail itsell for thiz enterpriza of the verr Colombian
troops 1o whom it confided the smerilegious attempt to rond their
country to pieces.  With protestations of friendship and of muin-
taining the best harmony with Colombia, the government of Pera
ingpired treason in the troops of this republic, and inspired it for
its benefit, and in payment of e immense services which it bad
received, and which beiog so vecent it could not have forgounen.

the correspondence which he was required to deliver, and he was
carried to Lima where he wus kept a long time. The Vice
President of tiis Republie sends one of his aids-de-ramp with
the commission of preseuting to the President of Bolivia the
sword which the Congress of Colombia decreed 1o him, and he
is also detained m Callao. e passes to Lima, and magnilying
dangers on the road, he is oot permitted to proceed farther, and
finds himself oblized to return, leaving there the sword and the
errand with which he was encharged. Peru was ot war with
Colombia, without having declared it, and Colombia at peace and
willing to cultivete friendship with Peru.

The project of conquering a part of the terdlory with the aid
of the Colambian traops being destroyed, the governmentof Peru
doss not however Inse its hopes to effect it in another way. It
undertakes for this purpose 10 form an army on the [routiers, and
expeites it with 2o maoch elfieaciousness, as if it were very soon
to open the enmpaign. It well considered thst o similar step
would alarm the government of Colombia, snd thinking it might
lull agieep its vigilance, it sent to it 4 Ministor Plenipatentiary,
without instructivng orpnwcrh to eoucludé any thing, announcing
that the object of his mission wes to give: salislaction for the o=
fences it had to comphin of, and which the government ol Pera
inagined it had inflicted, without any remonstrance hiaving been
made o it,  Su greal was its conviction that all its acts were
hostile !

The government of Colombia was sware of the plot which
was forming, and of the purpose for which this Mivister was sont :
but it admitted him notwithstanding in order 1o manilest 1o what
degree its desires for peaee and reconciliation had atrived.
